DEFENDANT’S OBJECTIONS AND RESPONSES TO PLAINTIFF’S

NOTICE OF DEPOSITION UNDER RULE 1.310(b)(6)
Pursuant to Rule 1.310(b)(6) of the Florida Rules of Civil Procedure, Defendant [defendant’s name] (hereinafter “Defendant”), by and through its undersigned counsel, hereby objects and responds to the Plaintiff’s Rule 1.310(b)(6) Notice of Deposition served on [date] as follows:

GENERAL OBJECTIONS

Each of the responses to individual topics below incorporates without further reference each of the below general objections. Defendant reserves its rights to object to specific questions during the deposition on any and all permissible grounds.

1. Defendant objects to the topics set forth in Plaintiff’s Notice and to the definitions incorporated therein to the extent that they are inconsistent with or purport to impose obligations broader in scope than those imposed by the Florida Rules of Civil Procedure, and Defendant expressly disclaims any obligation to provide any discovery beyond that required by such rules.

2. Defendant objects to the topics set forth in Plaintiff’s Notice and to the definitions incorporated therein to the extent they are vague or ambiguous.

3. Defendant objects to the topics set forth in Plaintiff’s Notice and to the definitions incorporated therein to the extent that they seek discovery that is not relevant to the subject matter involved in the action and reasonably calculated to lead to the discovery of admissible evidence.

4. Defendant objects to the topics set forth in Plaintiff’s Notice and to the definitions incorporated therein to the extent that they call for the disclosure of information protected from discovery by the attorney-client privilege, the work product doctrine, or any other applicable privilege or immunity from discovery. 

5. Defendant objects to the topics set forth in Plaintiff’s Notice and to the definitions incorporated therein to the extent that they call for testimony as to information that is not known or reasonably available to Defendant. 
6. Defendant objects to the topics set forth in Plaintiff’s Notice to the extent that they fail to describe with reasonable particularity the matters on which examination is requested.
7. Defendant objects to the topics set forth in Plaintiff’s Notice and to the definitions incorporated therein to the extent that the topics or definitions contain inaccurate, incomplete, or misleading descriptions of the facts, events, and pleadings underlying this action or assume facts not in evidence. Any discovery provided in response shall not constitute Defendant’s agreement with or acquiescence to any such description or facts. 
8. Defendant objects to the topics set forth in Plaintiff’s Notice to the extent that they seek expert opinion and legal conclusions from a lay witness.
9. Defendant objects to any questions or inquiries that go beyond or outside of the scope of the topics listed in Plaintiff’s Notice. Any discovery provided in response to such questions or inquiries shall not constitute Defendant’s agreement that all the topics in Plaintiff’s Notice concern information known or reasonably available to the Defendant.

10. Defendant objects to the topics set forth in Plaintiff’s Notice to the extent that they are directed to the selection and identification by Defendant’s counsel of evidence and legal arguments to be used at trial in this matter, which constitutes mental impressions, conclusions, opinions, and legal theories protected by the attorney work product doctrine.
11. Defendant objects to the topics set forth in Plaintiff’s Notice to the extent that they seek information prepared in anticipation of litigation or for trial without having met the requirements of Fla. R. Civ. P. 1.280(b)(4).
12. Defendant objects to Plaintiff’s Notice on the ground that it fails to comply with the formal requirements of the Florida Rules of Civil Procedure. The Notice lacks [deficiency].
13. Defendant objects to Plaintiff’s Notice on the ground that it is premature under Fla. R. Civ. P. 1.310(a) and Plaintiff has neither sought nor received leave of court. 
14. Defendant objects to Plaintiff’s Notice on the ground that it seeks more depositions than allowed by the Court’s scheduling order.
15. Defendant objects to Plaintiff’s Notice on the ground that it provides unreasonable notice of the deposition in view of the number of noticed topics, giving Defendant insufficient time to conduct the necessary research and witness preparation on each topic, and, therefore, places an undue burden on Defendant.
16. Defendant objects to Plaintiff’s Notice on the ground that the noticed topics cause annoyance, embarrassment, oppression, or undue burden or expense under Rule 1.280(c). The noticed topics are unduly burdensome for the following reasons:

(a) It is possible to obtain the following information from some other source that is more convenient or less burdensome or expensive: [list the relevant topics from the notice, and what other source they can be more easily obtained from].
